Course Description:

· 3rd grade Social Studies covers what a community is and the geography of different communities.  Also, the different types of communities there are from rural to urban communities.  We will also touch on the different forms of government.

Grading Expectations:

· Daily work consists of 60% of the students overall grade.

Classroom Expectations:

· Assignments are to be completed on time.  If a student doesn’t complete their homework on time, they will be expected to stay in during their recess to finish the assignment.  Once the 2nd 9 weeks begins the third graders will be a part of the homework room.  If a student doesn’t complete their homework on time they are to attend homework room that night.

· Students are to come to class with all of their supplies.  They also need to be quiet and in their seats by the time the bell rings.

· Students should use the restroom between classes, class time if for learning.  If a student must use the bathroom, they will need to fill it out in their planners, and have it signed by the teacher.

· Every day the teacher will put the assignment for that day on the board, students are to fill out their homework in their planners.  If there isn’t homework for that day they are to write none in that section.

· Pop, gum, and candy are not allowed in the classroom except for the special occasions.  The students are able to bring a water bottle into the room, as long as it does not interfere with their learning or the learning of others.

· Students are responsible for their own learning.  If a student is caught cheating their papers will be thrown away and they will have to redo the assignment for a lesser credit.

Consequences:

· 1st Time = Warning
· 2nd Time = Loss of recess
· 3rd Time = Loss of recess and parents notified
· 4th Time = The student will be sent to the principal’s office
